INSTRUCTIONS TO CONDUCT THE SLIP TEST, IAT AND MODEL EXAMINATION & 
AWARDING INTERNAL MARKS TO THE STUDENTS
1. Internal Assessment Test (IAT) and Model Examination will be conducted for 100 marks with 3 hrs duration. 
2. Timings shall be 09.30 AM to 12.30PM if FN and 1.30 to 4.30PM if AN. 
3. After Model Examination, afternoon Session or Forenoon session on the day will be allotted for Revision and Coaching. 
4. Centralized examination coordination will be followed for the setting question paper and conducting the IATs and Model Examination.

5. 20 point guidelines prescribed by the Exam Cell  should be followed while setting the question paper

6. Central Valuation should be conducted within the college for all the IAT and Model Exams

7. Answer scripts must be shuffled and given to the valuator for correction

8. 10 point answer paper correction guidelines should strictly be followed  while correction of answer scripts

9. Re-Test must be conducted for the authorized absentee’s student.
10. Re-test should compulsorily be conducted for 3 hrs duration only.

11. Question papers for the re-test could be obtained from the centralized exam cell
12. To check the understanding of the subjects, Faculty members may conduct Slip Tests during their class hours for 25 Marks.  
13. Result analysis should be sent to centralized office on or before three days after completion of the spell of exam / test.
14. Model Practical Examination should be conducted for 100 marks with 3 hrs duration during the end of the practical class (last class). 

15. Marks earned by a student in the model practical’s should be reduced  to 25 mark and rounded to the nearest integer for internal mark calculation

16. All slip test,  internal assessment test and model exam marks  must be entered in the assessment record and ought to be approved by the HoD and Professor Academics 
17. Deviation (if any) in the posting of entries (attendance and assessment marks) in the university web portal and the assessment record will be viewed very seriously

INTERNAL MARK CALCULATION: 
Theory Subjects

1. First IAT mark must be taken for First Internal Marks Calculation / Web Entry respectively. 

2. II IAT must be taken for Second Internal Mark Calculation / Web Entry.

3. Model Examinations mark should be taken for third internal Mark Calculation / Web Entry.
Practical Subjects

1. 50 marks shall be awarded for successful completion of all the prescribed experiments done in the Laboratory.

2. 25 marks for in time record work completion (say if 10 experiments in a lab, then 2.5marks for each experiment).

3. 25 marks for the Model Practical Examination. 
4. Total Marks obtained by the student in the above three category  shall be added and rounded to the nearest integer for internal mark calculation 





Project Work
1. A Project review committee should be formulated for conduct periodical review of the project work

2. There must be at least 3 members in the Project Review Committee. They shall be Project Coordinator, Supervisor of the project and a senior faculty nominated by the HoD

3.  At least four review must be conducted for a Project work by the review committee (0th Review, I, II and III Review respectively)

4. Review should be conducted for individual student not for a batch

5. Weightage for the internal mark calculation as follows:

i. 0th Review – No marks

ii. I and II review 25 marks each

iii. III review 50 marks

6. Total Marks obtained by the student in all the reviews shall be added and rounded to the nearest integer for internal mark calculation
ATTENDANCE 
1. Every Faculty  is required to maintain an 'ATTENDANCE AND ASSESSMENT RECORD' which consists of attendance marked in each lecture or practical or project work class, the test marks and the record of class work (topic covered), separately for each course. 
2. This should be submitted to the Head of the department periodically (at least eight times in a semester) for checking the syllabus coverage and the records of test marks and attendance. 
3. The Head of the department should put his signature and date after due verification. 
4. Professor Academics should verify the assessment record at least four times in a semester for checking the syllabus coverage and the records of test marks and attendance and should put his signature and date after due verification
5. At the end of the semester, the record should be verified by the HOD, Professor Academics and the Principal who will keep this document in safe custody (for five years). 
6. Total Attendance obtained by the student for each assessment period shall be calculated and entered in a separate column for easy monitoring

7. It should be shown (if necessary) to the University or any inspection team appointed by the University or the Management may verify the records of attendance and assessment of both current and previous semesters.

DISPLAY OF INTERNAL MARKS AND ATTENDANCE 

1. All Internal assessment marks and attendance approved by the Professor Academics and Head of the Institution after each assessment period (4 periods) shall be displayed in the notice board by the respective HODs within 5 days from the last test/exams

2. Final Internal marks and attendance percentage obtained should be get approved by Professor Academics and the Head of the Institution and should be displayed in the notice board by the respective HODs within 2 days from the last working day.
